FAMILY VAN WIERINGEN BOOK AND REUNION

Dear Van Wieringen family member, 

Hopefully communications have been optimal and you are already aware that a book is in the making about 500 years (mainly catholic) family Van Wieringen from Aalsmeer, with 16 generations and great importance for the village of Hoogmade. 

The old farm and how the family spread throughout Holland and the world. 

The monumental farm of one of our forefathers, situated at the Voorhofsepolderkade 2,  is still the pride of the village Hoogmade.  We wanted to use a symbolic item from that historic farm for the logo of this letter, even though the first 275 years (historically by far the most important era) played itself out outside of the village of Hoogmade. 

The logo you see is a tile rescued from the farm when renovations took place, and which is now placed near the front door to welcome guests.  This seemed to us a perfect welcome to you all. 

Throughout the years Van Wieringen family members have moved all over the world: The United States, Canada, Jordan, and more.  Theo van der Poel’s research shows interesting information about them, much of this information being gathered by many family members.

The Wieringen-book is really coming! What to expect?

Researcher and family member Theo van der Poel, who has been researching our family for decades,  is making an all-out effort to get the book to the publisher beginning of October.  More than five centuries of family history and genealogies will be covered in this book with emphasis on history. Not just a book with names and numbers, which would be rather boring. 

Just think how fascinating inventories of households (minute descriptions of every item in the household as well as their values upon the death of a parent), bankruptcies, transport deeds, are, not to mention family tales, anecdotes and stories are around all these happenings.

Imagine how our forefathers tried to cope with the threat of the ever-usurping waters of the Haarlem Lake (also named “The Water wolf”) in Aalsmeer before 1600, or how seven generations of quite wealthy farmers lived in Alkemade and Rijpwetering!  

Around 1775 Claas van Wieringen appears on the scene in Hoogmade.  His numerous descendants with their histories of joy and sorrows cover the largest part of the book.

The book is divided into chapters and where needed a chapter is introduced by a genealogy of 14 generations. 

The beautifully bound book of about 400 pages is also superbly illustrated with about 130 photos and pictures. From the enthusiastic reactions from the many family members we encountered during the collecting of data we know that the interest in the book is great. This special “Van Wieringen” book  is offered at the relatively low price of € 30. 

How the reserve your copies of the ‘Van Wieringen book’

To be sure that you will get copies of the book, you need to order the book now using the enclosed form.  The number of copies to be printed will be decided on basis of the received order by the end of September.
