In moment times in Germany new Burmese colour varieties in silver, ticked, tabby and smoke are promoted. I want to direct to the fact that burmese are only recognized in 10 colours ( brown, blue, chocolate, lilac, red, cream, brown-tortie, blue-tortie, chocolate-tortie, lilac-tortie)
all other variations are not purebred Burmese, but mixes out of Singapura, Burmese, Housecats, Siamese .... ect.
Cats that result from matings between Burmese and various other breeds and which are similar to Burmese are considered
as Asians within GCCF (umbrella organization in England).
The Asian cat has its own standard. In the USA (Burmese country of origin), Europe and other countries 
these new colours are not acknowledged. 
The only exception is New Zealand and Australia – but even there solid Burmese are bred separately from their relatives. 

Statements the Silver Burmese is a real Burmese are not true !!!!!

We care much about that our cats will be not used in this variety. Background are the genetically facts ,
by introducing the silver and the agouti genes all the recognised colours face immense problems. 

In August 2010 the general assembly of the umbrella organisation WCF took place. There had been voted about the proposal : Recognition of the colour variations Silver and Ticked-Tabby in the Burmese breed. This proposal had been rejected finally ! So these colours had been not recognized !!

There is no organisation at all in Europe accepting silver and ticked-tabby burmese. Even though Silver and Ticked-Tabby Burmese are not recognized in Germany some free clubs as well as in Deutsche Edelkatze - WCF member -these cats are allowed as burmese at shows and have champion status. This breaches all rules of umbrella organisations especially also WCF rules. This proceeding surprises the cat world and is to be classified as unserious in my opinion. Associations are not in a good light now particularly the Deutsche Edelkatze who presents itself absolutely implausible. 

Introducing the silver gene didn't prove itself in no breeds, Siamese, Aby's, Somali and Rex silver varieties nearly disappears. Also in British Shorthair silver and smoke varieties are reduced extensive.
The most known variety silver tabby is bred separately meanwhile. 

Also on some websites is to be read in the moment that silver and ticked-tabby Burmese are real Burmese for they are homozygous for the cb cb gene detected by a genetic test. It is correct that one can establish the cb gene - also called as burmese gene - . However this is no proof of belonging to the Burmese breed. The gene is only a so called burmese colour gene and exists also in other breeds beeing bred over the use of the burmese.
A pure-bred Burmese has following genetic code : aa cbcb ii , aa for non agouti, solid sepia coloured, no tabby markings, ii for non silver - no silver or smoke effect

These websites are also saying that in the breeding organisation LOOF in France the burmese in silver and tabby are recognized and this is definitely not true! In the standard of LOOF 2009 everybody can read that burmese are only recognised in sepia (burmese colour )in 10 already existing variations. Silver and Tabby are included to the Asian standard.  
We love our Burmese and want to maintain them as they always have been - a fascinating in a way unique cat.
Therefore breeding in silver and agouti is an absolutely 

NO GO

for us !! 

As I breed Burmilla also (which are absolutely silver ) I am allowed to use Burmese to improve the Burmilla gene pool , I did that sometimes, with permission of the board.
All generations born after that mating are not allowed to be registrate as Burmese, even if the colours seems so.

Our opinion is when the silver is in the line, it can never be a Burmees again, it will be Burmilla or if it shows no silver it will be called Asian and NEVER Burmees again.
